An additional $2 million will support community and 


school-based oral health programs administered by the Department of Public Health (DPH) and 


the San Francisco Unified School District (SFUSD), and $2 million will support access to 


healthy food and improve food security.

Oral Health Community Task Force and School-Based Oral Health Programming - $2 


million – Supports oral health community task forces that work to address oral health needs of 


children in high-risk populations. Also supports school-based and school-linked preventative oral 
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health programs within SFUSD serving high-risk target populations, and covers the costs of the 


oral sealants. 


 


Community Engagement - $100,000 – Funds community engagement activities to ensure 


impacted populations can inform decisions related to sugar-sweetened beverages.

Evaluation, Technical Assistance, and Administrative Support - $2 million – Provide 


technical support for merchants and non-profits, develop a system to collect data, conduct 


quantitative and qualitative evaluation of the tax and its impacts, and provide staffing and 


administrative support for the Sugary Drinks Distributor Tax Advisory Committee and its 


application.

Youth under 18 who live in shelters or public housing will be offered free on-site recreation
and health and wellness programming, and will be encouraged to participate in the City’s
recreation and swim programs, camps, and sports leagues free of charge. Youth who live in
housing developments assisted by MOHCD will also be offered free on-site recreation, and
will have access to the City’s recreation programming for free or at subsidized rates. Rec &
Park will also coordinate programming at nearby “equity zone parks” to reintroduce residents
to their neighborhood park sites.
 
Of the $22.4 million investment, over $6.5 million will support grants for Community Based
Organizations (CBOs) that provide health services, physical education programming, and
healthy food and water access in school settings. An additional $2 million will support
community and school-based oral health programs administered by the Department of Public
Health (DPH) and the San Francisco Unified School District (SFUSD), and $2 million will
support access to healthy food and improve food security.
 
“Income should never be a barrier to accessing our fun, healthy, and high quality recreation,”
said San Francisco Recreation and Park Department General Manager Phil Ginsburg. “From
dance classes to rock climbing to team sports, this funding allows us to bring our programs to
the front doors of previously underserved San Franciscans, supporting them on their paths to
wellness.”
 
“We know that reducing consumption of sugary beverages helps to prevent tooth decay, high
blood pressure, diabetes and heart disease,” said Dr. Grant Colfax, Director of Health. “The
funds generated by San Francisco’s tax will support programs in communities with high rates
of these diseases, and will help children get and stay healthy. Healthy children become healthy
adults.”
 
“Our City proudly continues to make meaningful investments in the health, safety and future
of our most vulnerable children, youth and young people,” said Department of Youth,
Children, and Their Families (DCYF) Executive Director Maria Su. “DCYF is thrilled to
partner with SFUSD and other City partners to increase equitable access to quality physical
activity, healthy eating choices and opportunities to develop lifelong healthy habits. All our
young people, whether they live in shelters, public housing or housing developments, will be
empowered to live and thrive in wellness.”
 
Over the upcoming two year budget, Mayor Breed proposes directing additional funding from
the Soda Tax toward a variety of programs that would benefit San Francisco’s children and



youth, including:
 
Public Health
 
Grants to CBOs - $6.6 million– Supports community and school-based grants for health
education, physical activity opportunities, healthy eating and food security, promoting water
consumption, and community-based participatory research.
 
School Food Improvement, Education and Action - $3 million – Funding to improve the
quality of school meals, support nutrition education, and support efforts to decrease
consumption of sugar-sweetened beverages among students.
 
Oral Health Community Task Force and School-Based Oral Health Programming - $2
million – Supports oral health community task forces that work to address oral health needs of
children in high-risk populations. Also supports school-based and school-linked preventative
oral health programs within SFUSD serving high-risk target populations, and covers the costs
of the oral sealants.
 
Community Engagement - $100,000 – Funds community engagement activities to ensure
impacted populations can inform decisions related to sugar-sweetened beverages.
 
Recreation
 
Outreach, Scholarships, and Equity in Recreation - $4 million – New initiative to expand
recreation scholarships and outreach to youth under 18 who live in public and subsidized
housing supported by the MOHCD.
 
Peace Parks - $1.8 million – Provides $670,000 per year for the San Francisco Department of
Recreation and Parks to continue the Peace Parks program, and allocates additional support
through the City’s Street Violence Prevention Program to augment program staffing.
 
Nutrition and Water Access
 
Healthy Eating Vouchers - $2 million – Supports healthy eating vouchers through the
Healthy Food Purchasing Supplement Program, EatSF, which improves food security and
access to healthy foods.
 
Water Access - $640,000 – Provides funding to install new or upgrade existing hydration
stations in public spaces and in school sites that target high-risk populations.
 
Healthy Retail - $300,000 – Provides ongoing support for the Healthy Retail Program.
 
Administration and Evaluation
 
Evaluation, Technical Assistance, and Administrative Support - $2 million – Provide
technical support for merchants and non-profits, develop a system to collect data, conduct
quantitative and qualitative evaluation of the tax and its impacts, and provide staffing and
administrative support for the Sugary Drinks Distributor Tax Advisory Committee and its
application.

The Union Square BID is pleased to support Westfield’s project to redesign and reinvest in Westfield San Francisco Centre. This important project will ensure the shopping center continues to remain a vibrant shopping destination in San Francisco.  As a key anchor, Westfield San Francisco Centre serves as an integral part of the Union Square shopping district. The economics of the retail sector is changing and evolving.  Shopping Centers like Westfield need to modernize so they are not left behind. To that end, Westfield is seeking a permit to alter from the Historic Preservation Commission and an office allocation from the Planning Commission. We wholeheartedly support both actions and see them as critical to maintaining the vitality of the shopping center and the Union Square District as a whole. 

Westfield has engaged world class architect James Carpenter to redesign the façade of the shopping center. PRESERVATION TEAM COMMENTS:


According to the Historic Resource Supplemental (2/27/2019) and information accessed by 
Planning Department staff, the subject property at 495 45th Avenue was built in 1919 and 
is one-story, wood frame, plaster-clad, Mediterranean Revival style residential building in 
the Outer Richmond neighborhood. The roof is a low-pitched cross-gable with a hip at the 
rear (east) façade, a kick at the primary (west) façade, and a surround of projecting eaves 
with exposed rafter tails. The 45th Avenue (west) façade contains a single double-hung 
window, a recessed main entry within a porch, and a fixed picture window. The Geary 
Boulevard (south) façade features a brick chimney and three slider windows. To the north, 
at the property's rear, is a 1927 addition which includes a 12 x 30-foot garage and several 
wood windows with ogee lugs. The building retains moderate integrity as several, minimal 
exterior alterations have taken place since the 1930s; however, these minor alterations 
have cumulatively impacted the structure’s overall retention of original material and form.  
 
Based on review by Department Preservation staff, 495 45th Avenue does not appear to be 
individually eligible for the California Register under Criteria 1 (Events), 2 (Persons), or 3 
(Architecture). The property is not associated with any historic trends or events in the area. 
The subject building was constructed in 1919 by master architect Edward Eyestone Young 
for the first owner, Henrietta L.B. Sutro. Despite the modest dwelling’s predominant 
architect and first owner, the structure is a modest example of early twentieth century 
residential architecture, has been repeatedly altered, and is not representative of the 
architect’s work. Edward E. Young (1870-1934) moved to San Francisco in 1902 and  
obtained his State Architectural license in 1905. Young completed nearly 600 designs 
within the city during his 30-year career, until his death in 1935. His work is most notably 
large, residential structures in the Pacific Heights, Presidio Heights, and Lake Street-
fronting areas, often in clusters directly adjacent to one another, such as 2235-2255 
Octavia Street and 46-68 Presidio Avenue. Many of his constructions where Edwardian-
style multi-family apartment buildings, such as: 2153 Sacramento (1916), 2157 Jackson and 
2107 Pierce (1917), 2155 Buchanan (1919), 155 Dolores (1919), 159 Dolores (1921), 2105 
Buchanan (1921), 2241 Sacramento (1922), 2790 Green (1922, formerly apartments and 
then the Russian Consulate), 2265 Broadway and 2230 Steiner (1923), 2000 California 
(1924), 1896 Pacific (1924), 1100 Sacramento (1924, known as the Park Lane Apartments), 
2298 Pacific (1926), and 2001 California (1931),  adjacent to his architectural practice at 
2002 California (1923).

Aside from his extensive residential development, Young’s commercial developments are notable in
their own right; including the Francisa Club (595 Sutter, 1919), Hotel Californian (403 Taylor, 1923), and
exterior Art Deco renovation of Glide Memorial Church (330 Ellis, 1929). Despite Edward E. Young being
a master architect, the structure at 495 45th Avenue does not portray his typical construction type, an
outstanding construction type, nor is it within a tract of significant development associated with this
architect.


The structure’s first owner, Henrietta L.B. Sutro, lived in the residence from 1919-1921, shortly after her
legal separation from Edgar Ernest Sutro, youngest son to Mayor Adolph Sutro, and heir to Sutro Baths.
The divorced couple had one child, Adolph Gilbert Sutro, named after his predominant grandfather.
From public records, it appears Adolph G. Sutro and his mother moved and resided together at various
locations until Henrietta’s death (1977). Adolph G. Sutro was a significant contributor to history in his
own right, having been the first licensed water plane pilot in the United States and designing the La
Avandada Mountain Villa, where Sutro Tower now stands. However, despite Henrietta and Adolph G.
Sutro’s connection to local, state, and national history, they resided at this residence for only two years
before moving to 1199 Stanyan in 1921, and then La Avandada in 1935. Therefore, the occupancy of the
subject building does not appear to be significantly related to their known contributions. Furthermore,
none of the later owners or occupants have been identified as sufficiently important to history to justify
a finding of individual eligibility under Criteria 2 (Persons).


495 45th Avenue does not appear to be individually eligible for the California Register under Criteria 1
(Events), 2 (Persons), or 3 (Architecture). The property is not associated with any historic trends or
events in the area or at the subject property; although Adolph G. Sutro is considered a person of
significance, the Subject Property does not reflect the appropriate time period or association with his
achievements; and while the subject property is the work of master builder, it does not demonstrate the
architect’s style and is largely considered to be devoid of design intent. Additionally, the later additions
do no possess architectural significance in their own right. Therefore, the subject building is not
individually eligible under Criterion 3. Additionally, Planning staff finds that the subject building does not
embody a rare constriction type and therefore does not appear individually eligible for Criterion 4 as it
applies to buildings and structures (the potential archeological significance of the site is not addressed in
this document).


Planning staff finds that the subject building is not located in a historic district. For the Subject Property
to be considered within a district, the surrounding properties must possess a significant continuity,
united historically or aesthetically. The surrounding properties vary in construction date, style, and
functionality, and therefore do not constitute eligibility of a district. Therefore, the subject building is
not eligible for listing in the California Register of Historic Resource either individually or as a contributor
to a historic district.

PRESERVATION TEAM COMMENTS:


        According to the Historic Resource Evaluation prepared by Tim Kelly Consulting, LLC 
(dated January 2019) and information in the planning department files, the subject 
property at 271 Granada Street contains three one-story buildings that are wood-framed 
and clad in rustic siding:  a single family residence near the north property line at center of 
parcel constructed in circa 1907 (Spring Valley Water records), a freestanding garage near 
the southeast corner (adjacent to sidewalk) constructed in 1937, and a freestanding shed 
near the southwest corner (rear yard) with unknown construction date. The only buildings 
visible from Granada Avenue include the garage to the left near the sidewalk and the 
residence setback behind and to the right. 
        The rear yard shed has existed at the subject property since at least 1938, as evidenced 
in a Harrison Ryker aerial photograph, otherwise there are no known prior records. The 
shed also happens to meet the dimensions of a Type A earthquake refugee shack (10' wide 
by 14' or 15' deep), but shares no other similarities in regards to construction 
methodology, materials, and fenestration, that would be original to an earthquake refugee 
shack. In particular, the shed features faux wood interior panel walls and rustic siding 
exterior walls where a shack would be limited to redwood boards. The shed's walls contain 
studs where a shack would not. Lastly, the shed contains a north facing double-hung wood 
window and east facing six-paned wood window oriented vertically (2 over 3) where a 
shack's windows are typically smaller six-paned windows oriented horizontally (3 over 2).  
        The original architect and/or builder for the residence are also unknown. Its design is 
vernacular in style. The building has a rectangular footprint with a gable roof for the front 
half and shed roof with minimal slope toward the rear yard for the rear half. The covered 
main entry is supported by simple posts and is located slightly off-center to the left with 
window openings on either side. All fenestration is covered in plywood with exception to a 
fixed single light attic window located above the entry. Rustic siding is consistent 
throughout the exterior of the building. 
        The garage was constructed by a local contractor, Cliff Joubert (Building Permit). The 
garage features a flat roof that contrasts with the gable roof of the recessed main 
residence. Its entrance and fenestration are covered in plywood. An arched top surround is 
visible above the covered north facing window opening.

The original owners of the subject property were developers T.W. & C.C. Rivers (Rivers Brothers) who 
owned the entire block with exception to four parcels (1907 San Francisco Block Book Vol. 2). The 
earliest occupants were William Stowell who worked as a wagon maker and his wife Mary Stowell. They 
resided at the subject building from 1907-1910. The only known permitted and visible exterior 
alterations include temporary framing and plywood eight feet in height around the garage to comply 
with Department of Building Inspection Notice of Violation #201724271(2018).  
 
Department preservation staff have determined that 271 Granada Street does not appear to be eligible 
for listing in the California Register. Although the residential building was constructed circa 1907 and is 
an example of early post-quake residential development, neither the subject building nor the other 
accessory buildings evoke a specific event that has made a significant contribution to the broad patterns 
of local, regional, or national history (Criterion 1). 
 
None of the owners and occupants have been identified as having made lasting contributions to local, 
state, or national history (Criterion 2). It is unknown who constructed the single-family residence or the 
rear shed building. However, based on the information available, preservation staff can presume that 
the Rivers Brothers likely developed the earlier post-quake residences on the block. The garage was 
constructed by a local contractor, Cliff Joubert. The shed was investigated and determined to not be an 
earthquake refugee shack. All three subject buildings on the property do not embody distinctive 
characteristics of a type, period, region or method or represents the work of a master or possesses high 
artistic value (Criterion 3). 
 
Based upon a review of information in the Departments records, the subject building is not significant 
under Criterion 4 since this significance criterion typically applies to rare construction types when 
involving the built environment. The subject building is not an example of a rare construction type. 
Assessment of archaeological sensitivity is undertaken through the Department’s Preliminary 
Archaeological Review process and is outside the scope of this review.
